	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DISCHARGE OF CONDITION:

	This application seeks to discharge conditions 2 (materials) and 3 (privacy screens) from planning permission 3/2017/1163 at 8 Hammond Drive, Read for the erection of single, detached dwelling.


	Condition 02:
Precise specifications or samples of walling and roofing materials and details of any surface materials to be used including their colour and texture shall have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed works.

The applicant has provided details of a palette of materials to be used in the build. This includes natural coursed stone, natural random stone, white K-Rend and cedar cladding as denoted on the approved plans. This is considered to be acceptable. The roof would be natural grey/green slate.
Condition 02 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted materials are agreed by the Local Planning Authority. The condition requires that the approved materials be implemented within the development in accordance with the approved plans/details.  Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved plans/details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

	Condition 03:

The balcony to the ground floor of the rear elevation of the dwelling hereby permitted shall be fitted with a minimum 1.8m high opaque or obscure glazed privacy screens. Full details of the privacy screens shall have been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority and shall be implemented in accordance with the approved details prior to the first occupation of the development and retained thereafter.

Details of an opaque glass balustrade have been submitted and are considered to be acceptable. Condition 02 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted materials are agreed by the Local Planning Authority. The condition requires that the approved details be implemented within the development in accordance with the details to a minimum height of 1.8m. There remains the requirement for the privacy screen to be retained thereafter.

	RECOMMENDATION:
	Conditions 2 and 3 can be partially discharged.
