	The proposal seeks the discharge of condition 5 (submitted samples of natural stone) from planning permission 3/2018/0437.

	Condition 5 (submitted samples of natural stone) 
Notwithstanding the submitted details, the window sills, heads, jambs and surrounds shall be of a natural stone to match that on the existing building, precise samples of which shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed development.  

The approved materials shall be implemented within the development in strict accordance with the approved details.

Reason:  In order that the Local Planning Authority may ensure that the materials to be used are appropriate to the locality and sympathetic to the character and appearance of the existing building in accordance with Policy DMG1 and Key Statement EN2 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.
 Condition 05 is partially discharged insofar that the proposed natural stone sills, jambs and surrounds are considered acceptable and appropriate for use within the approved development by the Local Planning Authority. Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.
Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the construction phase of the development is not complete.
