	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application relates to a semi-detached bungalow that falls within the settlement of Billington. The property has a shared side alleyway to the side of the property that gives the property access to their rear garden. The garden is steeply raised to form three separate levels. The first level is a paved area with access from the main house. The second level consists of steps leading to an area of timber decking. The third level is an area of stone gravel. The third level is the area subject to this application.

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:
The application seeks consent for a shed measuring approximately 1.83m by 2.44m. The shed will have a pent roof with an eaves height of 1.9m and ridge height of 2.14m. The shed will be built from timber and will have a mineral felt roof.

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

The proposed shed will be at the rear of the property with window on the elevation facing the dwelling and door facing into the garden . It is considered that the proposed development would not have an unacceptable impact on the amenity of the occupiers of no 25 or 27 through loss of outlook, privacy or light.

	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

 The proposed development is not considered to have a significant visual impact on the amenity of the surrounding area as it is to the rear of the property and as such would not be prominent in the street scene despite the fact it is in an elevated position.

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact. I therefore recommend accordingly.
