	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application seeks consent for the erection of an underground water storage tank adjacent numbers 26 to 38 Tintagel Way.  The submitted details propose that the tank will be located under an area of previously approved public open space and private drive associated with plots 83-89 of reserved matters consent 3/2015/0446.


	Principle of Development:

Given the application seeks consent for an underground water storage solution in-lieu of an above ground surface water storage solution the matters for consideration relating to the application are largely those of a technical nature.
