	The application seeks to discharge of conditions 5 and 6 of planning permission 3/2018/0085.

	Condition 5:

Notwithstanding the submitted details, precise specifications or samples of all external surfaces, including surfacing materials and their extents, of the development hereby permitted shall have been approved before their use in the proposed development.  The materials shall be implemented within the development in strict accordance with the approved details submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority.
Condition 05 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted materials (natural stone, Siberian larch cladding, simulated zinc effect roof and triple glazed grey aluminium window frames) are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that the approved materials be implemented within the development in accordance with the approved plans/details. Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved plans/details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.
Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete.

	Condition 6:
