	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DISCHARGE OF CONDITION:

	The application seeks to discharge of condition 13 of planning permission 3/2016/1027.

	Condition 13:

The development shall be carried out in strict accordance with the summary and recommendations of the Protected Species Scoping Survey (dated 21.10.2016) that was submitted with the application.

No building works shall be carried out on Barns 'A' and 'B' in pursuance of this permission until a minimum of two activity surveys have been completed during the optimum period of May to August. The survey results shall be included in a Method Statement outlining the likely impact of the proposed development and appropriate mitigation and compensatory measures including appropriate protected species license details which shall be submitted to and agreed in writing by Natural England and the Local Planning Authority.

The actions, methods & timings included in the mitigation measures identified and the conditions of the Natural England License shall be fully implemented and adhered to throughout the lifetime of the development.

Condition 13 is partially discharged insofar as it relates to barn ‘A’. Two activity surveys have been completed during the optimum period. No evidence of use by bats in barn A was recorded. The Council’s Countryside Officer considers the Method Statement by Dave Anderson dated 15.10.2018 acceptable and the actions, methods & timings of the work required to barn A must be carried out in complete accordance with the Method Statement.
There remains the requirement for the submission of an EPS Licence prior to commencement of the development of Barn ‘B’ which is host to a maternity roost of brown long eared bats and conditions of the EPS License shall be fully implemented and adhered to throughout the lifetime of the development.

	RECOMMENDATION:
	That condition 13 can be partially discharged.
