	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DISCHARGE OF CONDITION:

	Application for the discharge of condition 2 (materials), 6 (trees and hedges), 7 (landscape management) and 10 (joint survey) from planning permission 3/2017/0183.


	Condition 02 (materials):

Unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority, the dwellings hereby approved shall be constructed in accordance with the submitted Materials Schedule (2205 - Chipping, Land at Church Raike - 0005 - Material Schedule Rev B amended plan received 27/11/17) and Proposed Materials Site Plan CHP-MA-00-00-DR-A-0004 Rev B (amended plan received 27/11/17).

Material details agreed as per submitted Materials Schedule Document titled 2205 – Fellside, Chipping – 0005 – Material Schedule Rev E, which includes the use of the Flat Faced Sand Stone, Wittenfell, from the Leyburn Works and Cembrit Westerland graphite colour artificial slate.  
Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved plans/details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete.



	Condition 6 (trees and hedges):

Prior to commencement of any site works including delivery of building materials and excavations for foundations or services, all the existing/retained trees and hedging shown on drawing 2630-102 Rev G (Tree Retention Removals and Protection -amended plan received 28/11/17), shall have been enclosed with temporary protective fencing in accordance with BS5837:2012 [Trees in Relation to Demolition, Design & Construction] which is to be inspected on site by the Local Planning Authority. The fencing shall be retained during the period of construction and no work, excavation, tipping, or stacking/storage of materials shall take place within such protective fencing during the construction period.

Vegetation protection details agreed as per drawing 2630-102 Rev G (Tree Retention Removals and Protection). 

Condition 6 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that the approved details be implemented within the development in accordance with the approved plans/details.  

Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved plans/details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete.



	Condition 7 (landscape management):

Prior to occupation of the first dwelling, a landscape management plan including long term design objectives, timing of the works, management responsibilities and maintenance schedules for all landscaped areas (other than within curtilages of buildings), shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
The application confirms that all land will be conveyed privately by purchasers as per drawing SJS-CC-FELLSIDE-CON-01 
As such there is no requirement to discharge this conditions



	Condition 10 (joint survey):

Prior to the start of the development, a joint survey shall be carried out between the developer and the planning authority (in conjunction with the highway authority) to determine the condition of Church Raike and Malt Kiln Brow (from the proposed access to the site to the junction with Club Lane/Talbot Street). A similar survey shall be carried out every six months and the final inspection within one month of the completion of the last house, and the developer shall make good any damage to Church Raike and Malt Kiln Brow in order to return them to the pre-construction situation as required. 

LCC Highways have confirmed that a highway survey of the carriage surface has been undertaken on 29th March 2018. The condition cannot be fully discharged as it requires a similar survey to be undertaken every six months and re-instate the highway at the end of the construction process.  

Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete.
