	Ribble Valley Borough Council hereby give notice in pursuance of the provisions of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 that permission has been refused for the carrying out of the above development for the following reason(s):

	1
	The proposal is considered contrary to Key Statement EN1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy insofar that the creation of a new building in this location is in direct conflict with the main aims and objectives of the Key Statement which seeks to limit the development of new buildings in the Green Belt to those that are for the purposes of agriculture, forestry, essential outdoor sport and recreation, cemeteries and for other uses of land which preserve the openness of the Green Belt and which do not conflict with the purposes of the designation.

	2
	It is considered that the approval of this application would lead to the creation of an anomalous, discordant and incongruous form of development that would fail to protect, enhance or conserve the character, openness and visual amenities of the Green Belt and as such is in direct conflict with Key Statement EN1 and Policies DMG1 and DMG2 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.  

It is further considered that the proposal would result in the introduction built form within the defined Green Belt to a degree and of a scale that cumulatively, when read in context with nearby built form/dwellings, would have a visual suburbanising effect upon the landscape, resulting in the erosion of the sense of openness that defines the character of the area and being of significant detriment to the character, appearance and visual amenities of the defined Green Belt and immediate context contrary to Paragraphs 143-145 of the NPPF.
