	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application property is a large semi-detached dwelling located within the centre of Slaidburn, well within the Slaidburn Conservation Area, the application property is also listed as a Building of Townscape Merit within the Conservation Area Appraisal. 


	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application seeks consent for the insertion of a new window on the ground floor of the northern elevation to serve the kitchen, and the substitution of the doors on the front and rear of the dwelling, in addition to internal works.

	Other Matters:

The proposed window will consist of sandstone jambs, head and cill to match the existing dwelling and the proposed doors will be painted timber again to match the existing property. The proposed amendments and alterations will not have any impact on the residential amenity of any neighbouring properties. While the proposed building is a building of townscape merit within the Slaidburn Conservation area, the proposed works are not considered to result in any harm to the historic fabric of the building and are sympathetic and in keeping with the surrounding area.


	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposed works are considered to be sympathetic to the existing building of townscape merit and will have no impact on the residential or visual amenity of any neighbouring properties or the surrounding conservation area. As such the application is recommended accordingly.
