	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The proposed development is for the installation of four roof lights on the front elevation of 26, Kirklands. Located within the residential area to the north west of the defined settlement of Chipping.
This application seeks a determination as to whether the proposed development meets the requirements for a certificate of lawfulness. In this particular instance the relevant part of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 2015 (as amended) to consider is Schedule 2 Part 1 Class C.


	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

In order to be permitted development, the extension needs to satisfy a number of criteria as comprised in Part 1 Class C of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (as amended) for other alterations to the roof of a dwellinghouse.

C.1 Development is not permitted by Class C if –

(a) permission to use the dwellinghouse as a dwellinghouse has been granted only by virtue

of Class M, N, P or Q of Part 3 of this Schedule (changes of use);

Permission for use as a dwellinghouse was not granted by virtue of class M, N, P or Q of Part 3.

(b) the alteration would protrude more than 0.15 metres beyond the plane of the slope of the original roof when measured from the perpendicular with the external surface of the original roof:

The proposed roof lights would not protrude more than 0.15 metres from the plane of the original roof when measured perpendicular with the external surface of the original roof.

(c) it would result in the highest part of the alteration being higher than the highest part of the original roof; 

The highest part of the proposed roof lights would not be higher than the highest part of the original roof.

(d) it would consist of or include-

(i) the installation, alteration or replacement of a chimney, flue or soil vent pipe or

(ii) the installation, alteration or replacement of solar photovoltaics or solar thermal equipment.

The proposal does not consist of or includes any of the above criteria.
The proposal meets the above criteria to be permitted development.

On the basis of the above, prior approval is granted for the proposed development.
