	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Nature of Non Material Amendment:

Consent is sought for a non-material amendment to application 3/2016/1181 which granted consent for the construction of a single storey rear extension at Clend Farm. Clend Farm is a traditional farmhouse with attached barn that has now been renovated and converted for residential use. The amendment sought is the insertion of a window opening in the southwest elevation of a rear extension approved in February 2017 with stone surrounds to match existing windows.
Criteria contained within the report that went to Planning and Development Committee on the 14 January 2011 explains in detail what criteria the Local Planning Authority considers must be met for an amendment to be considered non-material. 

The proposed new window would be located in the side of the new extension which is attached to the farmhouse. The proposals would not result in any harm to the fabric of the traditional farmhouse and would be located away from the barn on the opposite end of the building. The introduction of the additional window would not amount to a development that is materially different, in terms of external appearance, to that of the original consent.  
It is considered that the proposed amendment would in this case be non-material.
