	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DISCHARGE OF CONDITION:

	The application seeks to discharge condition 3 of 3/2018/0745 as follows:


	Condition 03: (Materials)
In consideration to Discharge of Condition application 3/2018/1125 the applicant was advised that concrete roof materials would not be acceptable (3/2018/0745 application form identifies ‘Natural slate’). The applicant subsequently (4 February 2019) submitted a natural stone roofing slate and Condition 3 (Materials) was discharged on the basis of the replacement dwelling being constructed out of sandstone (for use in the mix of old and new stone) and stone slate for the roof.  
Additional information (no new sample) has now been submitted in support of the use of the proposed cement based Bradstone roofing. However, this is not an appropriate material for the approved replacement dwelling as it would not secure a high standard of design or be sympathetic to local character and the history of this site.


	RECOMMENDATION:
	That the discharge of condition application be refused.
