	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application property is a mid-terraced dwelling located within the residential area at the south of Clitheroe, within the settlement boundary of Clitheroe Town. 


	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application seeks consent for the erection of a single storey porch to the front of the dwelling measuring approximately 1.6m by 2m with a ridge and eaves height of approximately 2.6m and 1.8m respectively. The proposal also includes the erection of a single storey rear extension measuring approximately 5.1m by 3.7m with a flat roof at a maximum height of approximately 2.3m, the proposed rear extension will replace a smaller existing extension. 


	Residential Amenity:
The proposed porch will extend approximately 1.6m from the front elevation of the application, the porch is not considered to result in any negative impact on the residential amenity of either adjoining neighbour or the surrounding area. 
The proposed rear extension is not considered to result in any negative impact on the residential amenity of any neighbouring dwellings due to the existing rear extensions at both 7 & 11 Victoria Street. While the proposed extension would extend marginally further than both of these extensions, by approximately 1.5m, the height of the extension will not exceed 2.3m and as such is not considered to result in any loss of light or any other impacts on the residential amenity of the neighbouring dwellings. 


	Visual Amenity:
The proposed porch will be constructed using matching materials to those found within the application property, namely stone and slate, the porch will constructed to match other porches found on this terrace.
The proposed rear extension will be constructed using materials to match the rear of the dwelling, namely block and render and upvc doors and windows. The proposed extension will remain subservient to the host dwelling, as such it is not considered that the proposed scheme of development will result in a negative impact to the visual amenity of character of the application property or surrounding area. 


	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposed development will not result in any significant impact on the residential or visual amenity of the area. With all the above taken into consideration it is recommended accordingly.
