	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application relates to a detached dwelling that benefits from a front garden and drive way. The adjacent properties are detached and vary in design and materials used in their construction. The site falls within the settlement of Longridge.


	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Consent is sought for the erection of a first floor extension to the side of the property above the existing single storey side element of the dwelling. The extension will have a sideward projection of 3metres by 7.4 metres and will measure 4.8 metres at the eaves to match the existing dwelling, measuring 6.7 metres at the ridge. The extension will be faced with buff facing brick work with feature soldier band coursing, concrete roof tiles and white upvc windows.

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

The properties to the south of the site no. 9 and no. 29 College Close are the properties with the most potential to be affect by the proposal. Due to the orientation of the application site and the separation distances between these properties as well as the extension not proposing to have any first floor windows on the side elevation is it considered that the development will have minimal impact on the residential amenity of the neighbouring dwellings in terms of loss of light or privacy.


	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:
Although the development would visually alter the existing dwelling it is considered that the scale, size and design of the development will not prove visually prominent within the street scene as the properties on College Close vary in size and design.  

The ridge of the extension will be set down from the ridge of the main dwelling by 0.1 metres and the extension is above an existing single storey side element of the dwelling that is set back approximately 0.5 metres. The extension is to be finished in materials to match the main dwelling. For the above reasons it is considered that the extension will remain subservient to the main house. 


	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact. I therefore recommend accordingly.
