	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DISCHARGE OF CONDITION:

	The application seeks to part discharge condition 4 (programme of building recording) from listed building consent 3/2018/0220 as follows:


	Condition 04: (programme of building recording)
No development, site clearance/preparation, or demolition shall take place on the site until the applicant, or their agent or successors in title, has secured the implementation of a programme of building recording. This must be carried out in accordance with a written scheme of investigation, which shall first have been submitted to and agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The programme of works should comprise the creation of a photographic record of the building as set out in "Understanding Historic Buildings" (Historic England 2016). It may build on existing photography but should result in a full photographic coverage, inside and out. A plan showing the location and direction of the photographs and a summary report setting out the details of the recording undertaken should also be provided. The work must be undertaken by an appropriately qualified and experienced professional contractor to the standards and guidance of the Chartered Institute for Archaeologists.

Reason: To ensure and safeguard the recording and inspection of matters of archaeological/historical importance associated with the buildings/site.

Comments from LAAS have been submitted as part of the application. LAAS are happy with a two stage approach to building recording. The Written Scheme of Investigation is acceptable.
