	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application property is a detached two storey dwelling located within the defined settlement of Ribchester. The application property is also located within the Ribchester Conservation Area.


	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application seeks consent for two no. roof lights on the south east side roof slope of the dwelling.


	Residential Amenity:
The proposed roof lights will not result in any negative impact on the residential amenity of any neighbouring dwellings due to their location on the south eastern roof slope, meaning that the proposed roof lights will not overlook any residential building, as the neighbouring buildings on this side are the café potters barn and the public toilet.


	Visual Amenity:
Velux windows are common features within the Ribchester Conservation Area, the proposal includes two Velux windows projecting approximately 50mm from the roof slope, and these windows are not considered to result in any negative impact on the visual amenity and character of the surrounding area or conservation area.
