Notwithstanding the submitted details, details or specifications of all materials to be used on the external surfaces of the development hereby approved shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed development.  

Reason:  In order that the Local Planning Authority may ensure that the materials to be used are appropriate to the locality in accordance with Policy DMG1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.
Condition 03 can be partially discharged insofar that the materials submitted, red brick and grey upvc windows are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.
