	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application property is a two storey end terrace dwelling located within the northern residential area of the defined settlement of Longridge. The application property is not located within any areas of designated interest such as a conservation area of the AONB.


	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application seeks consent to level the existing uneven path to the front of the dwelling and create a 0.31m tall concrete ramp to gain safe access to the application property. The application includes a 0.9m safety rail.


	Residential Amenity:
The proposed concrete ramp and safety rail are not considered to result in any negative impact on the residential amenity of the neighbouring properties along Jeffery Avenue, this is due to the low level nature of the proposal which will have a maximum height including the hand rail of approximately 1.2m.


	Visual Amenity:
The proposed ramp will be set back from the highway and is not considered to be a prominent addition to the street scene due to the existing front garden and boundary treatments. The development will be a subservient addition to the host property and will use materials that are considered appropriate for the required use. Therefore the proposal is not considered to result in any detrimental impact to the visual amenity or character of the application property or surrounding area. 


	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposed development will not result in any significant impact on the residential or visual amenity of the area. With all the above taken into consideration it is recommended accordingly.
