	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application property is a barn conversion located on an old farmstead with other barn conversions, a cottage and the original farmhouse, adjoined to the south east. The proposal is located within the designated open countryside and located approximately 1.6km north of the settlement of Longridge. 


	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application seeks consent for the replacement of the existing dark stained timber windows and door frames with new timber frames painted “French Grey”.
