	The materials to be used on the external surfaces of the development as indicated within Section 9 of Application Form 3/2019/0653 and safety fence details confirmed within email dated 03 September 2019 shall be implemented as indicated unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local planning Authority.

	The design of the external lighting associated with the development hereby approved shall ensure that light intrusion into the windows of the nearest sensitive premises will not exceed 5 lux before 23.00, and 1 lux after 23.00 (Environmental Zone E2), as described in the Institution of Lighting Professionals' Guidance Notes for the Reduction of Obtrusive Light GN01:2011 (or any subsequent replacement guidance).

Reason: To safeguard residential amenity and in the interests of public safety 



	5. 
	The existing natural hedgerow along the north boundary of the site shall be retained and reinforced/enhanced where necessary.  Any such reinforcement/enhancement shall be carried out during the planting season October to March inclusive following the first occupation of the adjacent building and maintained for a period of five years during which time any plants that are found to be dead or dying shall be replaced.

Reason: To ensure the hedge to be affected is replaced/replanted in the interests of visual amenity and species protection/biodiversity enhancement.



	6. 
	The landscaping proposals hereby approved shall be implemented in the first planting season following occupation or use of the development unless otherwise required by the reports above, whether in whole or part and shall be maintained thereafter for a period of not less than 10 years to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.  This maintenance shall include the replacement of any tree or shrub which is removed, or dies, or is seriously damaged, or becomes seriously diseased, by a species of similar size to those originally planted.  

Reason: To ensure the proposal is satisfactorily landscaped and appropriate to the locality.
