	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application property is a detached single storey, 3 bedroom dwelling located within the defined settlement of Sabden. The application property is accessed off Clitheroe Road  and benefits from a private parking area to the side.


	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Consent is sought for the conversion of the existing integral garage to additional living space. The works propose to remove the existing garage door and infill with course stone to match existing property with a new upvc door. The proposed works allow for the reconfiguration of the floor layout of the property. 

	Other Matters:

The conversion of the integral garage to form additional living accommodation is not considered to result in any harm to the residential amenity of any neighbouring properties.

The conversion of the garage will be done with matching materials to those found within the application dwelling, it is not considered that the proposed conversion will result in any negative harm to the visual amenity of the conservation are or that of the AONB as well as the application site.

The remaining off street parking area is  considered to be acceptable for the needs of the 3 bedroom property.
