	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application site relates to the car park at Booths, Berry Lane, Longridge. The application relates specifically to 4 parking space located at the western most end of the existing car park. The application site is accessed via the Longridge Conservation Area.
This application seeks a determination as to whether the proposed development meets the requirements for a certificate of lawfulness. In this particular instance the relevant part of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 2015 (as amended) to consider is Schedule 2 Part 2 Class E.

The proposed development is for the construction of four vehicle charging stations measuring approximately 1.5m by 1.2m at the base with a height of approximately 2.2m.



	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

In order to be considered permitted development, the proposed works needs to satisfy a number of criteria as comprised in Schedule 2 Part 2, Class E of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 2015.
E.  The installation, alteration or replacement, within an area lawfully used for off-street parking, of an upstand with an electrical outlet mounted on it for recharging electric vehicles.

Development not permitted

E.1  Development is not permitted by Class E if the upstand and the outlet would—

(a)in relation to an upstand and outlet—

(i)within the curtilage of a dwellinghouse or a block of flats, exceed 1.6 metres in height from the      level of the surface used for the parking of vehicles; or

(ii)in any other case, exceed 2.3 metres in height from the level of the surface used for the parking of vehicles
The proposed Electric Vehicle Charging Points will measure 2.2m tall from the level of the surface used for the parking of vehicles.
(b)be within 2 metres of a highway;

The proposal is not located within 2m of a highway.

(c)be within a site designated as a scheduled monument;

The proposal is not within a site designated as a scheduled monument.

(d)be within the curtilage of a listed building; or

The proposal is not located within the curtilage of a listed building.

(e)result in more than 1 upstand being provided for each parking space.

The proposal will result in the provision of 1 upstand per parking space, with a total of 4 parking spaces/ upstands.

The proposal meets the above criteria to be permitted development.
