	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area: 

The proposal is at the rear  and side of the existing rendered and concrete tiled semi detached dwelling in a residential area of Read. The property is on a corner plot.

	Proposed Development for Which Consent is Sought:

Permission is sought for a lean to rear  extension measuring 2.3m by 4.1 with a maximum height of 3.4m and a side extension  which is the full depth of the existing property and measures 6 m by 4.9m with a height of 3.9m. It would project towards a footway and the highway leaving a gap of approximately 1 metre.

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

There is limited impact due to rear extension being situated close to the boundary of the semi detached property but this element of the proposal is likely to be permitted development. The larger side extension would not have any impact on residential amenity. 

	Visual impact

In relation to the rear extension there is no significant visual impact. The single storey side extension occupies a prominent corner location and given the size and proximity to the footway and highway would have a detrimental impact on the street scene resulting in a harmful visual impact. The resultant impact would reduce the degree of openness currently afforded due to the visual set back in the street scene. It is considered that given the size and prominent location of the extension it would be to the visual detriment of the locality and the immediate street scene.
