	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The proposed development is for the remodelling of the front office and  single storey  flat roof side extension measuring  approximately 5m by 12m and a height of 3 m. The remodelling of the front elevation includes alterations to the window detailing to create a panelled protruding bay and the removal of the arched glazed link with a traditional solid elevation with concrete tiled roofing. A new close boarded fence is to be erected at the rear where it adjoins residential properties on Victoria Street..


	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The main issues relate to visual and any residential amenity. Although the new extension would lead to loss of some parking spaces there are plenty of spaces within the site. 

The remodelling of the front façade offers a more contemporary design then the existing glass structure and as well as being more sustainable the design is more in keeping with the existing structure. It has no impact on the street scene as it is setback from the roadside.

The flat roof extension has been altered following a site meeting and the exiting boundary fence is retained . The side elevation that faces towards the rear gardens of Victoria Terrace has one doorway. It is considered that given the existing fence which is 2m high, alleyway between the rear gardens and the single storey design that the extension would not result in any amenity impact.
