The survey was carried out on the 22 November 2017 so is out of date, however due to the defects and SULE, the trees condition will have only deteriorated so an updated survey is not required.  Due to the low target area the risk is tolerable, however the applicant wants to build a bungalow in the area which cannot be fitted on the plot without the removal of this tree.  The agent has contacted the council to request that the replacement tree be planted off site but as there has been no planning application submitted an indeed the proposed application could be refused, a replacement tree will be required to be planted in the same location.
