	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Considerations to the method of demolition and any proposed restoration of the site:
The application seeks to determine if the prior approval of the Local Planning Authority (LPA) is required for the construction of an agricultural building on an agricultural holding in excess of 5 hectares. 
Schedule 2, Part 6, Class A to the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 allows as permitted development the carrying out on agricultural land (comprised in an agricultural unit of 5 hectares or more in area) of works for the erection, extension or alteration of a building which are reasonably necessary for the purposes of agriculture within that unit. The proposal is described by the agent as a multipurpose building for the storage of animal food and agricultural equipment / machinery. It will not be used to house animals. The building will measure 213 square metres and is a typical functional agricultural building constructed using concrete block with brown cladding partially enclosed and partially open bays. It will be adjacent to an existing building, which recently had planning permission on a yard area. 
In terms of the conditions and limitations of Class A, the development would not be carried out on a separate parcel of land forming part of the unit which is less than 1 hectare in area and no development under Class Q or S of Part 3 (changes of use) of this Schedule has been carried out within a period of 10 years ending with the date on which development under Class A(a) begins. 
Section A.1(e) has been amended by the 2018 Amendment Order to increase the ground area which could be covered by the building from 465 to 1000 square metres.  
Therefore, the proposal meets the conditions and limitation of Schedule 2 Part 6 Class A of the GPDO.  
Part 6 permits the erection of a building if this is reasonably necessary for the purposes of agriculture within a unit of 5 hectares or more.  The developer must apply to the local planning authority for a determination as to whether the prior approval of the authority will be required for the siting, design and external appearance of the building.   
The proposed building is considered to meet the conditions under Part 6 of the GPDO and therefore can be dealt with under the prior notification procedure. The siting, design and external appearance are considered acceptable therefore the prior approval of the local planning authority is not required for the siting, design or external appearance of the building.  

Conclusion The development is considered to satisfy the criteria in Schedule 2 Part 6 Class A of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 (2018 amendment) and the prior approval of the local planning authority is not required.
