	The development hereby approved shall be completed in accordance with the materials indicated on the Site Location Plan. In particular the track shall be treated with grey stone chippings with no membrane to allow the ingress of grass and vegetation.

Reason: In the interests of the amenity of the area and to comply with Policy DMG1 of the Core Strategy.



	4. 
	For the full period of construction, facilities shall be available on site for the
cleaning of the wheels of vehicles leaving the site and such equipment shall be used as necessary to prevent mud and stones being carried onto the highway.The roads adjacent to the site shall be mechanically swept as required during the full construction period. 

Reason: To prevent stones and mud being carried onto the public highway to the detriment of road safety. 

	5. 
	Prior to commencement of any site works including delivery of building materials and excavations for foundations or services all trees to be retained within the site shall be protected in accordance with the BS5837:2012 [Trees in Relation to Demolition, Design & Construction].

The protection zone must cover the entire branch spread of the trees, [the area of the root soil environment from the trunk to the edge of the branch spread] and shall remain in place until all building work has been completed and all excess materials have been removed from site including soil/spoil and rubble.

During the building works no excavations or changes in ground levels shall take place and no building materials/spoil/soil/rubble shall be stored or redistributed within the protection/exclusion zone, in addition no impermeable surfacing shall be constructed within the protection zone.

No tree surgery or pruning shall be implemented without prior written consent, which will only be granted when the local authority is satisfied that it is necessary is in accordance with BS3998 for tree work and carried out by an approved arboricultural contractor.

Reason: In order to ensure that any trees affected by development and considered to be of visual, historic or botanical value are afforded maximum physical protection from the potential adverse effects of development.


	6. 
	Before the access is used for vehicular purposes, any gateposts erected at the access shall be positioned at least 5m behind the edge of the carriageway. The gates shall open away from the highway. 

Reason: To permit vehicles to pull clear of the carriageway when entering and exiting the site and to ensure the swing of the gates do not affect the availability for a vehicle to wait off road.

	Before the access is used for vehicular purposes, that part of the access
extending from the highway boundary to the gate into the site shall be
appropriately paved in tarmacadam, concrete, block paviours, or other
approved materials. 

Reason: To prevent loose surface material from being
carried on to the public highway thus causing a potential source of danger to
other road users.
