	VISUAL TREE ASSESSMENT / COMMENTS

Tree has severe dieback and deadwood in the crown (over 70%) and basal stem decay, thus is of low amenity value.
Applicant applied for tree to felled, which is best practice, in application 3/2020/1006 and the Council conditioned: 2 x replacement Sycamore trees shall be planted in the immediate vicinity within 12 months of the completion of felling works undertaken by permission of this consent.
The applicant did want to replace the tree so has decided to deadwood and crown reduce, which will reduce the risk of failure, but not sound arboricultural practice as the tree offers low amenity value and if felled and replaced as the Council suggested the local tree scape would be enhanced and guaranteed for the future.
As the trees target area is primarily the owner’s property the management of the tree is at their discretion.
