	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

This application relates to Clitheroe Golf Club located in Barrow. The application relates specifically to the golf course to the north east of the club house and the recently constructed driving range building and swing room. 

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application seeks consent erection of eight non illuminated textile graphic boards to be erected on the driving range building and for the erection of three non-illuminated post-mounted signs. 
The eight internal signs will all measure 2m by 2m and will be erected on the back internal wall of the structure. As this building is open fronted it means these signs are visible outside of the building.
Sign 1 – To be erected adjacent to the gravel track that was consent as part of the driving range/swing room application. This sign will measure 2.4m by 900mm width a depth of 0.082mm when measured from ground level the maximum height of the sign is 1.2m
Sign 2- To be erected adjacent to the swing room to the north of the gravel track. This sign will measure 1.8m by 900mm and will also have a depth of 0.082m. When measuring from ground level the maximum height is 1.2m 
Sign 3 – This sign will be erected halfway down the gravel track between signs 1 and 2. This sign will measure 900mm by 900mm and will also have a depth of 0.082m. When measuring from ground level the maximum height is 1.2m 
All of the proposed signs to be displayed are advertisements relating to the Performance Golf Academy at Clitheroe Golf Club. 

	Residential Amenity:

The nearest dwellings to the proposed development lie approximately 25m to the east. With regards to the potential impact on the residential amenity of these dwellings, it is considered there is sufficient distance between the signage and the neighbouring occupiers to avoid an unacceptable impact. 


	Visual impact:
The proposed post mounted signs will be sited along the gravel track leading to the driving range and swing room. Each sign will give information relating to the Performance Golf Academy at Clitheroe Golf Club. The signs will vary in width, but all have a maximum height of 1.2m. The signs will be contained within the Golf Club and are likely to only be visible when within the site, as landscaping approved as part of the consent for buildings would screen the signs from the properties adjacent to the site.  As the sign will have information relating to the new driving range and swing room it will be clear to people that walk by that the signs are associated with these buildings. Due to the location of the signs and 1.2m height It is not considered that the signs would result in visual clutter
Furthermore, the signs within the driving range building are contained within the building and will only be visible when in close proximity to the driving range therefore these signs would have minimal impact on the visual amenity of the area. 

	Conclusion:

It is considered that the signs share an acceptable relationship with the area and would not have any undue impact upon residential amenity in this area.. The quantity and scale of signage is considered to be proportionate to the scale of the development taking place at this site and thus the development is considered to be acceptable in accordance with the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.
