Tree does have amenity value, however due to decay in the reduction/regrowth points within the crown and weak attachment the tree requires felling due to unacceptable risk.

The tree is incorrectly marked on the plan, however due to the high risk of failure and the fact the tree can be easily identified due to the bracing equipment in the crown. The application does not need to be invalidated and a correct plan submitted.  The landowner will be contacted to verify the error.
All wild bird species, their eggs and nests are protected by law. You must always try to avoid harming birds or to use measures which do not kill or injure them before considering taking harmful action.

In most cases you should be able to avoid harming wild birds by:

· timing your work to avoid the breeding season
