	VISUAL TREE ASSESSMENT / COMMENTS

T7 Ash has lost over 30% of its canopy to Hymenoscyphus fraxinea (Ash dieback ADB) and as outlined in the Councils ADB Policy the removal of the tree is justified especially due to the high target areas.
T21 Oak tree has not reacted well to root plate disturbance throughout the development of the site and is showing signs of stress in the sparse apical canopy. The stem has several old pruning wound cavities that have not formed well and there are hollow pockets throughout the base of the stem.  Oak is renowned for hollowing out the core wood and still being stable, however due to the high target areas I am in agreement with the arborist that the upper crown should be removed leaving the stem and the lower canopy at approximately 7metres which will allow the tree to regenerate into a smaller but safer tree
