	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application site is within the open countryside and situated in the AONB . 

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:
The purpose of the application is to seek the Council’s opinion as to whether the changes to the previously approved development are sufficiently material in their nature and in the context of the approved development so as to require a new planning permission. Non-material amendment applications are not an application for planning permission. They do not result in the issuing of a new planning permission and relate only to the amendments sought.
Consent is sought for  design changes  to the detached garage with the replacement of the garage door with a bifold arrangement to use the garage as a personal gym area.

	Residential Amenity:

The changes have no impact on residential amenity although it would mean that that the cars would have to be parked on the long driveway.
