	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:
The application property is a detached house on a new housing development on the outskirts of Longridge.

Access to the rear of the property was not possible at the time of the site visit but part of the development was visible from the front driveway. 

The rear garden is bounded by a close boarded timber fence and overlooked by other dwellings. 
 

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:
The application seeks consent for a single storey extension to the rear.  The development appears substantially complete  and the application submitted retrospectively.  

	Principle of Development:
The proposal is for an extension to a dwelling; this is acceptable in principle subject to the material planning considerations. 

	Residential Amenity:
The extension measures 4 metres from the original rear wall of the property and approx. half the width closest to the side boundary with the rear of Snowdrop Reach. The elevation facing the rear of properties on Snowdrop Reach is a solid stone wall where the other 2 sides are glazed.  The existing boundary fencing will provide screening to the surrounding properties. 

A substantial proportion of the rear garden will remain undeveloped. 

There are no concerns raised with regard to residential amenity. 

	Visual Amenity:
The proposed extension is a pitched roof conservatory constructed partially of stone and is subservient to the main house. It is in keeping with the design of the housing development and will not detract from the appearance of the area. 

	Highways:
There are no highway safety implications. 

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion.
The proposal is considered acceptable, and it is therefore recommended accordingly.

	RECOMMENDATION:
	That planning permission is granted. 
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
