Trees are situated on an embankment above the road.  Both trees are dead due to Ash Dieback but have habitat potential due to ivy.
However, due to the dangerous condition it might not be possible to retain the stems as habitat poles.
If the trees were in a more prominent position the Council would have considered placing a TPO on the trees to secure replacement planting, however in this instance the group of trees will naturally regenerate.
