	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The proposal relates to a detached property in Longridge. The property is situated within a residential area comprising numerous detached properties. The proposal site does not lie within a Conservation Area or within the AONB.


	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Consent is sought for the construction of a single storey rear extension that has a rearward projection of 8 metres and a flat roof height of 3 metres. The applicant seeks a determination as to whether the above proposal requires prior approval by the Council.


	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:
Notwithstanding the requirements of Schedule 2, Part 1, Class A of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 2015 (as amended), historic planning records show that permitted development rights were removed from a number of properties at the proposal site including the property known as No. 3 Cherry Orchard as part of the approval for planning application 3/1998/0846. 

Accordingly, the proposed works cannot be constructed under permitted development and as such would first require approval via a householder planning application.
