	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The site is a housing site located at the end of Hawthorn Place, a residential area within the settlement boundary of Clitheroe. 

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application originally sought consent for the display of signs advertising the housing development at the site consisting of 2 V stack signs with flags. 

Having discussed the scheme with the developer it was agreed that this would be reduced to 

2 flat stack signs and 4 flags (2 to the right hand stack sign and 2 in front of the show home/sales office).
 

	Principle of Development:
The proposed advertisements are ancillary to the housing development currently underway at the site and are sought for a temporary period until 20.02.2024

As this is an application for advertisement consent the legislation only allows LPAs to consider public amenity and highway safety.

	Public Amenity:
It has been agreed that the amount of signage will be reduced, given the proximity to nearby dwellings and that the site is not located on a street where signage would need to attract customers from a long distance. It is considered that two flat signs either side of the entrance with flags to the sign which is on the right furthest away from houses and 2 to identify the sales area would be acceptable and not detrimental to either visual or residential amenity. Furthermore, they will be in place until February 2024 so the impact is temporary. 

	Highway Safety:
The signs are located within the site boundary. Providing they are kept in a safe and tidy condition as per the advert regulations there are no concerns raised with regard to highway safety. 

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:
The display of advertisements for a temporary period is acceptable for the reasons discussed above and therefore it is recommended accordingly.
