	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area

The proposal relates to Stanley  House which is situated in the Green Belt and open countryside. The area where the sign has been located is agricultural land with road side location on to the main carriageway. 

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Retrospective consent is sought for the erection of a V shaped  illuminated advertisement sign board  with sign dimensions  of 4.8m by 2.4m and supported by posts  with the maximum height of the sign being 4.2 m from the ground.The illumination is a downlighted trough.


	Principle of development:

The principle of the advertising is not unacceptable subject to it being appropriate in terms of the material considerations, namely public amenity which would include visual appearance and highway safety. 


	Public Amenity:

National guidance recommends that planning authorities should always consider the local characteristics of the neighbourhood when assessing applications to display adverts and signs. In essence, this involves an evaluation of whether the advertisement or sign is proportionate to and in keeping with an area’s surrounding features. 

The  immediate area surrounding the proposal site is largely devoid of advertisement structures and has an open aspect.. No other large scale advertisement signage is evident  within the surrounding area with agricultural fields adjoining the site..

In contrast, the proposal would comprise a large V frame sign at over 4.2 m form the ground level with each sign being 4.8 m by 2.4m an area of 11.5m2. 

The sign is in a highly visible location and given its size and luminance would be visually prominent and an incongruous feature in the area.

With the above in mind, it is considered the sign would be a highly visible and over dominant addition to the area that would be both disproportionate in scale and incongruous with the visual character of the locality. 


	Highway safety:

Lancashire County Council Highways have reviewed the application and have no objections to the proposal therefore it is not considered that the proposed works would have any undue impact upon highway safety.


	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposed advertising is not considered to be in keeping with the characteristics of the surrounding area by virtue of its size and design.

Furthermore, it is felt that acceptance of the proposal would set a precedent for signage of a similar nature which in turn would be of detriment to the visual amenities and residential character of the area.

It is for the above reasons and having regard to all material considerations and matters raised that planning consent be refused.


	RECOMMENDATION:
	That planning permission be refused for the following reason:

	01
	The proposed advertising, due to its size and siting, is considered to be excessive and would be a highly visible and incongruous feature which would detract from the character of the area and would have a harmful impact on the visual amenities of the surrounding area and as such be contrary to Policy DMG1 of the Core Strategy. 
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
