	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Nature of Non-Material Amendment:

Consent is sought for a non-material amendment to application 3/2021/0950 which granted consent for a rear single storey glass room extension.

The purpose of the application is to seek the Council’s opinion as to whether the changes to the previously approved development are sufficiently material in their nature and in the context of the approved development so as to require a new planning permission. 

Non-material amendment applications are not an application for planning permission. They do not result in the issuing of a new planning permission and relate only to the amendments sought.

The amendment sought relates to the addition of glazed sliding doors to the rear elevation of the previously approved extension which originally comprised an open ended rear elevation. The applicant has stated that the proposed design change would provide additional shelter within the extension.

The approved extension comprises sliding glazed doors on both of its side elevations therefore the incorporation of additional sliding doors to the rear elevation of the extension would merge well with the approved development and would not appear incongruous. The rear elevation of the application property is screened away from public view being only visible to the adjacent neighbouring property of No. 6 Provence Avenue therefore the visual impact of the amendment sought would be minimal. As such, it is not considered that the incorporation of additional sliding doors to the approved extension would result in a fundamental change in the design or external appearance of the previously approved development, nor is it considered that the proposed amendment would be harmful to the visual amenities of the immediate or surrounding area. 

Moreover, the proposed amendments would not result in an extension or increase to the footprint or height of the works already approved, nor would they result in any alteration of the application site boundary. 

Furthermore, it is not considered that the proposed amendments would conflict with any of the Council’s Development Management Policies or conditions relating to the original planning permission granted, nor is it considered that the proposed amendments would exacerbate any concerns which were raised by any third parties at the original planning application stage. 

Therefore, in this case it is not considered that the proposed amendment would amount to a development that is materially different, in terms of external appearance and impact on residential amenity, to that of the original consent therefore it is considered that the proposed amendments would in this case be non-material. 

In view of the above is a non-material amendment to the original planning permission for the purposes of Section 96A of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended).
