	VISUAL TREE ASSESSMENT / COMMENTS

The trees are situated on the side of the B5269.  The landowner has submitted at least two previous applications to fell the trees which were refused due to no evidence being submitted and the fact the applications were submitted during the winter periods so the crowns of both trees could not be assessed.

A Tree Health Assessment has been submitted with this application, however there is no information of the qualifications of the author and the report seems to be more of a desk top report than a detailed arboricultural tree condition report.  No evidence or proven risk assessment information has been submitted.
The Council have been monitoring the trees throughout the past 3 years due to the historic applications and the Ash (T2) in particular has shown signs of decline primarily to lack of vigour but not from Ash DieBack (ADB) until this season.  Although the submitted document is not of a good standard the condition of T2 will continually decline and become very difficult and dangerous to remove and poses an unacceptable risk of failure onto a high target area due to recently succumbing to ADB please see pictures below.
The sycamore is showing signs of good vigour despite some deadwood in the crown and due to its size, the risk of failure at present is deemed tolerable once the deadwood has been removed. Dressing the root plate with good quality mulch will help improve the condition of the tree and forms part of good arboricultural management. The retention of T2 will also assist in the development of the replacement trees that will be conditioned and those that have been planted from historical conditions which are/will be subsequently protected under the TPO on the site.
