	VISUAL TREE ASSESSMENT / COMMENTS

Trees form part of a strip woodland protected in 1988 to help screen the Brow Gate Development and secure the woodlands amenity value.

The applicant has not been able to formally contact the landowner (LO) but has spoken to someone affiliated with it.  If the applicant cannot reasonably reach the LO or vice versa to gain consent, then the works could be carried out utilising “Common Law Rights”.
A copy of the decision notice will be sent to the registered owner.

T1 Alder is of suppressed form and 90% of the crown is leaning over the homeowner’s (HO) garden.  Tree has low amenity value.

T2 requires side reduction and crown clean to enable more light penetration but not affecting the amenity value or stability of the tree.

T4 Alder is of suppressed form and is covered heavily with Ivy.  Fell to 6metre habitat pole will minimise the risk of failure but retention of the pole will benefit the areas biodiversity value.
Replacement planting is not necessary due to natural regeneration.
