	VISUAL TREE ASSESSMENT / COMMENTS

The two lime trees and sycamore detailed in the above application form part of a linear group of trees and are of amenity value (See TEMPO), especially on the eastern approach to the village.  The lime trees and sycamore are the best specimens within the linear group and adjacent garden trees and removal of these trees will have a detrimental effect on the Conservation Area.  The trees are situated at least 15 metres from the property reducing, significantly their ability to cause harm to the property.

T2 has been historically pollarded but has regenerated well.

As the Council could not support the initial application to fell both lime trees this would trigger the need to serve a Tree Preservation Order which should include the sycamore as it is also of amenity value, however the applicant has agreed to change the Description of Works to:
 T1 & T2 Lime trees crowns to be thinned out, primarily removing epicormic growth and any dead branches which will increase light and air penetration through the crowns but “NO REDUCTION IN HEIGHT”.
