	VISUAL TREE ASSESSMENT / COMMENTS

Tree is a mature specimen in standard form, set within St Johns Church yard and is of amenity value.

This email was sent to the applicant:
Following on from a site visit, the Council will have to refuse the above tree work application due to insufficient arboricultural evidence as to why a pollard is required and the negative impact the pruning will have on the trees (T1) amenity value.  
T1 is of amenity value, due to its size, location, species and condition.  It is showing signs of good vigour and is important to the local treescape of Hurst Green.  If the Council refuse the application a Tree Preservation Order will need to be served. 

T1 does require some management, and the Council feel the below description of works is an acceptable compromise:

“Crown clean T1 removing all deadwood and epicormic growth to enable more light to penetrate the crown, reduce risk of failure, improve the trees amenity value and enable the tree to be fully surveyed.”

Management of mature tree stock should be a gentle process.  British Standards:3998 Tree Pruning Recommendations states no more than 30% of the overall crown should be removed within a pruning operation as this can be detrimental to the trees health and safety and amenity value.  Removing the dense epicormic growth within the T1’s crown  will amount to this percentage and then enable  a Tree Condition Survey to be carried out by a fully qualified Arborist so an informed future management decisions can be made.
