	Fell T4 lime tree and replace with light standard specimen Lime; prune T6 oak tree to remove epicormic growth to approx. 5m height on north and west sides; Prune G1 lime and horse chestnut to attain approx. 2.5m canopy clearance over footway and 5m canopy clearance over road.
