Both trees are mature English oaks with high amenity value and have hardly had any pruning management as they were situated on the edge of a woodland & garden adjacent to a semi-improved grassland/grazing field.
The field has since been developed and due to the change of use, pruning is now required to enable the new homes gardens to be landscaped and enjoyed.
The applicant has instructed a qualified Arboricultural Consultant to survey and recommend the best pruning options which will not be detrimental to the trees health, stability or amenity value.

The trees are owned by 3rd parties, as such the applicant is advised to seek the independent consent of relevant landowner(s) as the approved works will affect trees in third-party ownership.
There have been issues with the development sites management as the Root Protection Fencing had been moved and ground works were carried out without a method statement.  These issues have since been resolved, but the Council are waiting for another Method Statement to be submitted to enable the developers to safely erect a boundary fence that has already been approved.
