	VISUAL TREE ASSESSMENT / COMMENTS

T1 Oak tree has amenity value especially from the eastern side, but T1 has had a number of limb failures both on the field side and into the garden to the west.  Due to the failures altering the exposure of the crown and the trees close proximity to 20 Kingfisher Avenue and garden some works are required to enable the tree to be safely retained, minimising the risk of damage to both human and property targets.
The landowner is instructing a fully qualified arborist to carry out retrenchment pruning which will be as sympathetic as possible to the trees natural form.
