	VISUAL TREE ASSESSMENT / COMMENTS

The proposed tree work will address following issues:

· Removal of 2 Cypress trees of low visual amenity value that are out of character within the wider tree-scape in the local and wider context.
· Removal of Sycamore with inclusions and decay to allow re-build of boundary wall.
· Remove 2 Ash trees due to ash dieback, poor condition and thus compromised safe useful life expectancy.
· Remove small cherry of low visual amenity value
· Dead wood prune lime.

Note: owner agrees to supplement retained tree-scape with 3 replacement trees of appropriate species and tree types.
