Trees are within a rear garden however the retained red oaks and sycamore are visible from Risedale Drive.

T1 Sycamore has been historically pollarded and although it has some amenity value the main stem has rotted out at the base and large brackets of Ganoderma applanatum are present.  T1 has also shed large limb in recent storms.
T2 Red Oak has been crown reduced which has had a detrimental effect on the trees natural form and amenity value, TPO cannot be justified.
