	VISUAL TREE ASSESSMENT / COMMENTS

The Council were notified that tree works were going to take place at property in Clayton Le Dale due to impending development works.  After carrying out a site visit the Council thought it expedient in the interests of amenity to protect the trees with the above area order to minimise the loss of trees with amenity value.
The landowner had a tree survey carried out by a fully qualified arboricultural consultant and a tree work application was submitted by a fully qualified arborist.
T4 Ash does seem to have some epicormic growth and early signs of dieback but we are still utilising the 70% canopy rule.  

T4 has good structure and more information is required so an informed decision can be made.  The arborist has agreed to remove T4 from the Description of Works and monitor/re survey the tree once the crown has fully developed.

T5 & T6 Hornbeams have been added due to their poor form and low amenity value.

No replanting is being conditioned as the trees being felled are suppressing adjacent trees and the garden will be landscaped and maintained by the owner.
The Council advise the applicant/agent to contact the Forestry Commission due to the amount of timber being felled.
